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Resume

The review presents the data on current classification of antibiotics used in the treatment of pelvic inflammatory dis-
eases in females. There are schemes to be prescribed (B-lactam antibiotics, macrolydes , fluoroquinolones , metronidazole
containing drugs) for inflammatory diseases caused also by atypical micro flora (Chlamydia, Mycoplasma).

The authors emphasized a deliberate decrease of a diagnostic threshold in case of inflammatory diseases and prescrip-
tion of empiric antimicrobial therapy aimed at covering as many pathogenic agents as possible. The authors also determine
the conditions explaining the difficulties of optimal choice of antimicrobial medications.

Thus, prescription of antimicrobial therapy for pelvic inflammatory diseases remains an important problem in gy-
necology. The measures have to be aimed at prevention and reproductive potentials increase in women having had these

pathologies.
